Lesson #4

Town Hall Debate

This lesson will match with a real situation in Southern Illinois. Artifacts from the Cahokia Tribe in Southern Illinois were found near the site of a proposed highway expansion. 

Students will have learned about the Columbia River/Grand Coulee Project. They will have learned history of the region, reason for the dam, and positive and negative consequences of the project. Students will use their new knowledge to apply solutions the Cahokia situation in their area.









































Proposed Interstate Expansion

Indroduction

Making decisions affecting large and diverse groups of people can be difficult. Decisions must be made that carry both relative costs and benefits. People must decide:
1. What is important
2. What they value
3. What are the expected costs and benefits 

The situation under consideration is to determine where to expand an interstate leading to the local major population center (St. Louis, Missouri). The concern is that artifacts have been found belonging to the Cahokia Native American tribe that once lived in the area. Expanding the interstate may destroy at least part of that history.

Objectives

1. Scarcity forces choices and every choice results in costs and benefits
2. Resource management
3. Comparing decisions
4. People value things differently

Procedure

The activity will be conducted in three rounds.

Round one will consist of students being broken into five different groups. The groups will consist of:

1. Local residents who want an easier commute to and from work
2. Native American historians who wish to preserve Cahokia history
3. State officials interested in a safer road system
4. Environmentalists interested in preserving as much of the natural environment as possible
5. Local construction companies/workers interested in employment opportunities

These groups will research their interest and propose how, where, or if the interstate proposal should continue. They will be told to prepare to defend their decision and how they will or will not help groups affected by their decision.

Round two will consist of the groups coming together in a town hall format to discuss their proposals. One member of each group will assume a role to play to explain why their group chose as they did.

1. Local resident-We need this road to safely and quickly get to and from work. 
2. Native American-The land is sacred. The Cahokia were here long before anyone current. Their heritage must be preserved.
3. State official-We understand both sides.
4. Environmentalist-We have too many roads already. People can use alternate transportation.
5. Construction worker-We need jobs.

Round three will consist of groups reforming to see if they continue to support their view or take into consideration the interests of other groups. If they do change, explain what changed their minds. 
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
