Second Activity
Interview two people over the age of 60.  Find out how the Grand Coulee Dam has affected their lives.  Using quotations from the interviews, write a newspaper article explaining their perspectives.  All articles will be collected and published as a pamphlet to be handed out at the community night.

Third Activity
Take photos of how the dam has affected your life.  Using the photos create a visual display. Include captions that explain how each photo represents an effect the dam has on you.
