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Unit #1: Introduction of “PLACE” during the “Reconstruction Period” unit of U.S. History Class (early October) {5-7 days}
	• The connection of “Narrative”, “Complexity”, and “Values” to who is discussing and telling of specific sides of “Histories”;
	• Within the “Reconstruction” unit have students research the various Narratives of:
		• History (Generic / Common / Different Parties)

	• While researching the above; students will also have the 5 basic questions of the Washington State OSPI: Since Time Immemorial  http://www.k12.wa.us/IndianEd/TribalSovereignty/ , adapted for U.S. History and the Reconstruction time period. These will be answered by the students during a 10 – 15 minute presentation following their research time:
1. How does physical geography affect the distribution, culture, and economic life of newly Freed Slaves?
2. What is the legal status of Freed Slaves for compensation for the loss of their sovereignty? 
3. What were the political, economic, and cultural forces consequential to the Freed Slaves?
4. What are ways in which Freed Slaves respond to the threats and outside pressure Post Civil War?
5. What do Freed Slaves do to meet the challenges of life; and what do local officials do to meet the economic and cultural needs of their communities?
• Students will present findings base on the above narratives and 5 questions
• (Ball of Yarn) As a follow up, Reflection time, students will go outside and form a large circle; then starting with the teacher and going to each student in the class randomly, they will toss a ball of yarn from student to student (with the teacher holding the bitter end of the yarn, and each student holding onto the trailing yarn, so that as each toss happens a yarn “web” is created); before the student can toss the yarn to the next student, the student must say where they are in “PLACE” in relationship to the Reconstruction Period.
• Once the web is created students then describe their feelings on the process and connections they make to the “web”; then they will slowly walk toward the center of the circle with the teacher wading the yarn into a big knot. (go back into the classroom)
	• On the next day the teacher will continue to debrief the students understanding of the Reconstruction Period while un-doing the yarn knot that was created the day before; at the same time having students make connections to the “Complexity” of the issue of un-doing the knot and the Reconstruction Period.


Unit #2 “Place” practice ; During the U.S. History unit “Challenges in the Late 1800’s”; “American Indian’s under pressure” and “The West Is Transformed”. {2 weeks minimum}

• On the next day the teacher will continue to debrief the students understanding of the Reconstruction Period while un-doing the yarn knot that was created the day before; at the same time having students make connections to the “Complexity” of the issue of un-doing the knot and the “American Indian’s under pressure” and “The West Is Transformed” period.
