David and Shanna
David and his sister Shanna each deposited the same amount of money into investments. David’s investment earned 5% per year, eventually doubling his original investment, at which time he withdrew all his money (principal and interest) from the investment. Unfortunately, Shanna’s investment lost 5% per year and she withdrew what was left when her original investment was cut in half.
