	Mathematics is a network of ideas.  You follow up connections as they arise so lessons are always unpredictable.
	Mathematics is a hierarchical subject.  You need to plan a logical sequence of activities and stick to it.

	Mathematics is best learned when individuals practice on their own.
	Mathematics is best learned through discussion in pairs or small groups.

	It is important to complete the whole set of learning objectives, even if students do not understand it all.
	It is important that students understand all that they do, even if this means we cannot cover all of the learning objectives.

	It is best to begin teaching mathematics with easy problems, working gradually up to harder ones; otherwise students make mistakes and lose confidence.
	It is best to begin teaching mathematics with complex problems, or students won’t appreciate the need for it.

	Mathematics is a creative subject.  Students learn best by creating their own questions and methods.
	Students learn mathematics best by working through carefully constructed exercises.  They cannot create these for themselves.
