Days & Hours Open 

 The snowy season is right around the corner; and if you park on the street, it’s 
important to remember when you need to move your vehicle if there’s a heavy 
snowfall.  Keeping the streets of Cheney clear of heavy snow can be a tall task, 
which is why city crews need all the help they can get.  Moving your vehicle for 
plowing speeds up the process to make our streets clear and safe for all travelers, 
including school buses and emergency responders.   

 Whenever two or more inches of snow accumulates on city streets, and so long 
as that snow remains uncleared, no vehicles may be parked on any street or city 
right-of-way between midnight and 6 a.m.  In the central business district, this 
parking restriction is between 3 a.m. and 6 a.m.  If your vehicle blocks snow 
plows, Cheney Police may have it towed at your expense.   

 The Cheney Municipal Code always prohibits parking on city streets or in city-
owned lots for more than 72 hours without moving your vehicle.   

 When the weather gets cold, it’s especially important to plan ahead when you 
leave for the holidays, to make sure your vehicle doesn’t block city plows while 
you’re gone.  Please check the City of Cheney website for more information on 
winter parking restrictions at www.cityofcheney.org, “Laws & Regulations,” “Snow 
Removal Policy.” 
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Home Heating Safety Tips From the Cheney Fire Department 
• For wood or coal stoves or fireplaces, have a professional 

inspect the chimney, chimney connector, and other related 
equipment every year, and have them cleaned as often as 
the inspections indicate. 

• When burning wood in fireplaces or 
wood stoves, it’s important to use prop-
erly seasoned wood.  Green wood has 
more moisture and is likely to smolder, 
leading to more creosote buildup.         
We recommend a moisture content of   
20–25%. 

• Allow ashes to cool before disposing.  
Dispose of ashes in a metal container. 

• Keep space heaters at least three feet away 
from anything that can burn. 

• Turn off portable space heaters when you leave the room.

Upcoming Park & Rec Programs 

• Fuel portable kerosene heaters in a well-ventilated area away 
from flames or other heat sources, and only when the device 
has cooled completely.  Use only the type of kerosene speci-
fied by the manufacturer, and never use gasoline. 

• When turning a heating device on or off,    
follow the manufacturer's instructions.  When 
buying portable heaters, choose devices with 
automatic shutoff features. 

• Make sure any gas-fueled heating device is   
adequately ventilated.  Unventilated gas space 
heaters in bedrooms or bathrooms must be 
small and well-mounted.  Never use liquefied-
petroleum gas heaters with self-contained fuel 
supplies in the home. 

• When buying a new unit, make sure that a qualified techni-
cian installs it or checks that the unit has been installed   
properly.

Artists’ Studio Tour Fall Leaf Disposal 
Cheney’s fall colors are pretty when they’re in the trees, but are a 
major hassle when they drop.  While you’re clearing your leaves, 
please make sure they don’t get into the streets.  After the Cheney 
Street Department finishes its fall sweep, leaves can cause a major 
problem for storm drains if they accumulate and block stormwater 
runoff.  Not only can this cause a flooding hazard in the fall, but 
leaves blocking drains can block big ice chunks from flowing down 
the drain when a winter storm is followed by a major thaw.      
Fortunately, the Cheney Recycling Center offers free yard waste 
disposal.
