Safety Tips from EWU Police Department
EWU Police offer the following suggestions that may help reduce the possibility of experiencing
a crime:

e Lock your residence hall room. This is the best deterrent available to protect your
property and yourself.

e [tisacrime to intentionally touch someone without their consent, regardless of the
situation.

e Never accept drinks from anyone you don’t know.

e If you drink alcohol, drink responsibly.

e Bystanders should try to be aware of their surroundings, and if there are signs of a
person in distress, bystanders should make themselves known and offer assistance if it
is safe to do so, and/or seek immediate help from police.

e Every person and situation is different; survivors must decide for themselves what
actions or responses are safest in any situation. If someone attempts to grab you, you
have the right to yell “NO” loudly, or do whatever is necessary to get the person to let
go, and flee to a safe place and seek help. When safe, try to remember as much as
possible about the person’s appearance and behavior.
